OLD TESTAMENT: (Malachi 1:6-14)
6 “A son honors his father, and a servant his master.  If then I am a father, where is my honor?  And if I am a master, where is my fear? says the Lord of hosts to you, O priests, who despise my name.  But you say, ‘How have we despised your name?’  7 By offering polluted food upon my altar.  But you say, ‘How have we polluted you?’  By saying that the Lord's table may be despised.  8 When you offer blind animals in sacrifice, is that not evil?  And when you offer those that are lame or sick, is that not evil?  Present that to your governor; will he accept you or show you favor? says the Lord of hosts.  9 And now entreat the favor of God, that he may be gracious to us.  With such a gift from your hand, will he show favor to any of you? says the Lord of hosts.  10 Oh that there were one among you who would shut the doors, that you might not kindle fire on my altar in vain! 4 Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice.  5 Let your reasonableness be known to everyone.  The Lord is at hand; 6 do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.  7 And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

And again Jesus spoke to them in parables, saying, 2 “The kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who gave a wedding feast for his son, 3 and sent his servants to call those who were invited to the wedding feast, but they would not come.  4 Again he sent other servants, saying, ‘Tell those who are invited, “See, I have prepared my dinner, my oxen and my fat calves have been slaughtered, and everything is ready.  Come to the wedding feast.”’  5 But they paid no attention and went off, one to his farm, another to his business, 6 while the rest seized his servants, treated them shamefully, and killed them.  7 The king was angry, and he sent his troops and destroyed those murderers and burned their city.  8 Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding feast is ready, but those invited were not worthy.  9 Go therefore to the main roads and invite to the wedding feast as many as you find.’  10 And those servants went out into the roads and gathered all whom they found, both bad and good.
